The Details

● Friends: Alex, Bella, Charlie, Dani, Eli
● House Colors: Red, Green, Blue, Yellow, White
● Gifts: Toy Train, Christmas Sweater, Book, Puzzle, Stuffed Reindeer
● Holiday Treats: Gingerbread Cookies, Fruitcake, Sugar Cookies, Peppermint Bark, Hot Cocoa
● Decorations: Wreath, String Lights, Nativity Scene, Snowman, Garland

The Clues
Note: Unlike the original Einstein’s Riddle, the order of the houses has little relevance except for two
homes which must be next to each other (see clue 6).

1. Alex lives in the red house.
2. The person who bakes fruitcake lives in the green house.
3. Dani decorates with string lights.
4. The person who bakes gingerbread cookies receives the stuffed reindeer.
5. The blue house owner receives the book.
6. Bella lives next to the person who decorates with a snowman.
7. The person who bakes sugar cookies receives the toy train.
8. The person who decorates with the nativity scene lives in the white house.
9. The person who bakes peppermint bark receives the Christmas Sweater.
10. The yellow house owner receives the Christmas sweater.
11. The person who receives the toy train decorates with a snowman.
12. Charlie is the one who lives in the house with wreath decorations.
13. The person who bakes hot cocoa lives in the blue house.
14. Eli lives in the house with garland decorations.
15. The person who bakes fruitcake decorates with a wreath.
16. The person who decorates with garland did not bake gingerbread.
17. Bella does not like baking or eating fruitcake.

Note: Houses can be in any order EXCEPT for that the white and red houses must be next to each other.
